Shopping Strategically

e Layers are key!

o It is easier to stay warm if you layer lots of items, instead of just
buying one huge coat!

o Wool wicks moisture away, so it makes a great base layer against
your skin. Cotton stays damp so it can make you sweaty if worn as
a base layer!

e Shop Signatures/Basics!

o Prioritize obtaining a selection of basic items instead of standout

items, go for comfort and warmth, not fashion!
e Buy Off-Season

o Purchase winter clothes towards the end of winter or during spring

and summer, when they more likely to be on-sale!
e Shop Sales!

o Even more upscale stores have a sale section or a
discount/clearance rack.
